Factors That May Affect My Acceptance
Safe Nights aims to protect both guests and volunteers, so admission is restricted. You will NOT be accepted if you:

· Are on the National or State Sex Offender Registry

· Have a felony or drug distribution charge

· Cannot walk or care for yourself

· Are not a Calvert County resident
Is Signature Required?
Upon arrival for registration, you will be required to complete an application form. Additionally, you will need to sign a Guest Agreement outlining the shelter's policies, as well as a General Release Form and a Release of Information Form.  

What Is the Way to Reach the Shelters?
Monday through Saturday:

Safe Nights offers evening transportation from Prince Frederick to the shelter, with a return service in the morning. Participants are required to be at the Safe Nights van stop (county bus stop located in front of the Sheriff’s Department, Prince Frederick) by 6:30 pm each evening for pick up. In the morning, transportation departs the shelter at 7:00 am, returning participants to the same Prince Frederick bus stop in front of the Sheriff’s Department for drop off.
When the shelter is located at a church within Prince Frederick proper, transportation services will not be offered, as these churches are accessible by public transit within walking distance.

If you have personal transportation, you may drive to the shelters; however, leaving your vehicle at the shelter while you are not present is not permitted.
Will the Van Driver Drop Me Off Down the Road?

Smart Ride is providing transportation for Safe Nights. Drivers are not allowed to act as taxis or offer public transportation services.
How Much Luggage Can I Bring to the Shelter?

Guests may bring one medium suitcase or two small ones, plus a backpack. Extra items must be removed. Luggage can stay during the day. On Sundays, pack your things in a Safe Nights tote for transport; guests must take anything that does not fit in the tote with them when leaving on Sunday mornings.   Backpacks must stay with you.
Shelter Hours:

Shelters start accepting guests at 7:00 pm. Please note that just because one shelter allows early arrival, others may not follow the same policy. Arriving after 10:00 pm without prior approval can result in being denied entry.

Upon Arrival (each evening):

Be prepared to present your photo ID upon entering. You must sign in using your official first and last name. Bags are subject to inspection—no alcohol or weapons are permitted. Staff will request you open your bags; any legal items not allowed will be held until you depart in the morning, while illegal items will be turned over to the sheriff’s department immediately.

Food and Drink:

Do NOT bring food or beverages into the shelter. Items found will be disposed of by staff. All food should be eaten at the dining table, and nothing is permitted in the sleeping area. Unless you’ve disclosed an allergy or medical restriction, you’re expected to eat what’s served. Volunteers prepare meals with care as if serving their own families.

Unexcused Absences:

Safe Nights provides long-term cold weather shelter only for those with no other housing options—it is NOT intended for occasional use. After registration, attendance every night is expected, helping us make full use of our shelter capacity. Accumulating three unexcused absences may result in removal from the program if space is needed for someone on the waiting list.
The following actions are strictly prohibited. Violations may result in immediate removal from the shelter or program and/or notification of law enforcement authorities.
· Possession of weapons or weapon-like objects on shelter premises
· Possession, use, or sale of alcohol or illegal drugs on shelter premises
· Use of profanity or abusive language directed at staff, volunteers, or guests
· Smoking inside the shelter
· Any form of violence toward staff, volunteers, or other guests
· Threatening behavior, whether physical or verbal, toward staff, volunteers, or other guests
· Child abuse
· Failure of a parent to provide appropriate supervision of their child
· Sexual activity or sexual harassment involving staff, volunteers, or guests
· Theft from the shelter, staff, volunteers, or other guests
· Selling government-issued food cards or drugs, or engaging in solicitation of any kind
Leaving the Shelter Each Morning:

· You must sign the departure log.

· You must take all medication with you.

· You must leave promptly at 7:00 am.

Guest Information and Shelter Rules
What is Safe Nights?

Safe Nights is a non-profit organization that provides homeless shelters in churches throughout Calvert County.   Safe Nights is a solely volunteer based organization.

When are Shelters Held?

The shelter will be open 7 days a week from 7:00 pm until 7:00 am, beginning December 7th, 2025, and concluding February 16th, 2026.  
Is Safe Nights a Government Program?
No.  Safe Nights does not receive any funds from the Federal, State, or local governments.  All donations to Safe Nights come from the community.

Who Runs the Shelters?

It takes many volunteers to staff each shelter week.  Each church provides volunteers and has a coordinator who works with the Safe Nights program directors who are also volunteers.

What Does Safe Nights Offer?

Safe Nights provides a cot, bed and bath linens, toiletries, an evening meal, a morning meal, and a bag lunch.  If additional services are requested, shelter staff can help make referrals to other organizations.

How Do I Get into Safe Nights?
